DNOW 2013 Praise and Worship Info Sheet of Stuff that Pertains to Musical Things
To the Cedarville Team,

Thanks for leading us again this year! On behalf of the Fishermen, I thank you for the opportunity to help lead worship throughout the weekend and on DNOW Sunday. Here is what our plans are for worship this year; let us know what y’all think. We’re looking forward to January and I know this is going to be a blast!

Set-Up for Sessions and DNOW Sunday


For the sessions, our worship will be held downstairs. This will be a little different than on Sunday morning. So here’s what each part is going to look like:

1. We will plug the bass guitar into a small bass amp so that it can be heard. Aaron has his own portable amp that will work nicely, and we’ll set that up.

2. I am not planning on plugging in the guitars downstairs. With Nick’s guitar, plus Skye and Connor B, I think we will be able to hear the acoustics perfectly because we are in a much more enclosed area than the sanctuary. 

3. There is an upright piano on wheels downstairs we can move into the meeting area, and I’ll play on that. 

4. If Connor D wants to play keyboard with us, we will bring one and a stand for it.

5. Obviously, we aren’t bringing the drums downstairs. However, we do have a djembe (definitely not spelled correctly – it’s like a smallish bongo), and Tyler can play that.

6. We will set up the projector and white screen for the lyrics to the songs. I will task the band with making the PowerPoint slides for the lyrics. We can use those for Sunday as well if any of the songs overlap between then and the weekend sessions. I will have a laptop there unless any of you would prefer to use yours…as long as it has a VGA port to send video to the projector. 

If anything seems excessive, let me know. I know this isn’t Sunday morning so it doesn’t have to be over-the-top, but I believe we could pull this off easily (provided I arrive early at some point to set stuff up). 

For Sunday morning, we will have a more traditional set-up like we normally do every Sunday. Everyone will play there respected instruments, and I will have microphones for everyone singing. We will also have the PowerPoint slideshows of lyrics for the service. For any Cedarville people that want to play with us, we do have space to plug in guitars and such. 

And the big question: do we want the Cedarville people to join us in the band? The answer is OF COURSE.  Beczky and Megan O are welcome to sing with us, and Thomas and Tyler can trade off songs on the drums. Nick is welcome to bring his guitar and play with us, and anyone else that wants to join in on the fun may play too. If you’d rather the Cedarville team only help with Sunday or only help with the weekend sessions, that’s fine: I am prepared to have them help with everything if they so desire.
